PARISH ACCOUNTS
This issue of the Newsletter is accompanied by our latest annual accounts ‘yellow sheet’ for the financial year ended 30th June 2009.
Sincere thanks are due to all our parishioners who continue to provide such generous support – and, of course, to the envelope collectors, to the collectors at our Masses, and to the team that makes up the bank lodgements each week.
THE PARISH DEPENDS ON STANDING ORDERS AND ENVELOPE COLLECTIONS AS THE MAIN CONTINUING SOURCE OF INCOME TO MEET ITS DAY-TO-DAY OPERATING COSTS.
Christmas and Easter Dues and First Collections at Masses GO TO THE ARCHDIOCESE to support all priests, including sick and retired priests.  
Second Collections at Mass normally GO TO THE SHARE FUND which is used for the benefit of parishes in greatest need and, increasingly nowadays, to pay for Archdiocesan pastoral and support services. From time to time, Share Collections are replaced by special collections for other purposes, as detailed in the accounts.

Normally in these annual reports, we ask parishioners to keep the amount of their Standing Order and Envelope donations under review to enable us to keep pace with rising costs; and we ask new parishioners and others who have not yet made a commitment to consider doing so.
We realise that economic circumstances this year are more difficult for many people.  However, the usual Standing Order form is provided below for any Parishioners who may wish either to review the amount of their Standing Order donations or  to start to contribute by Standing Order.
Tax Refund Scheme
Tax refunds have been an important part of our income in recent years.  The Parish obtains a refund of the income tax related to donations from PAYE taxpayers, where total donations through standing order (or envelopes) and Easter and Christmas Dues amount to €250 or more in a tax year.
The Parish sends advices and forms to qualifying parishioners in May each year.
The Parish cannot claim refunds under the scheme in respect of donations from self-assessment taxpayers.  
However, self-assessment taxpayers may themselves claim tax relief in respect of their own donations.
