Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament
There will be Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament this Monday from after the 10 a.m. Mass until 5 p.m., when the time of veneration closes with Benediction.  Perpetual Eucharistic Adoration is the adoration of Jesus Christ present in the Holy Eucharist. It is when the Eucharist is displayed in a special holder called a monstrance and we come to pray and worship Jesus continually throughout the day and often the night. Christ’s great love for us was shown when He was crucified on the cross to pay the penalty for our sins and give us eternal life.
